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CHAI RPERSON VALLONE: All right. Good
norning. Sorry for the delay. Wlcone to the
Public Safety Hearing. W’ re going on proposing
for 859A. 1'mgoing to sumthis up and say that in
"05, we passed a lawrequiring that the City give
us information on the top 20 parks by size. And by
08, they were supposed to give us information on
all the parks greater than an acre. By ’'08, that
woul d’ ve been about 800 parks.

Since we’ve passed the bill in ’05,
they’ ve given us ten nore parks for a total of 31
i ncluding Central Park. And we have waited. W
have waited. W’ ve had the patience of Joe
[ phonetic] here. W have worked with them given
them every break that we basically could, witten
letters. Two years ago the Comm ssioner told nme he
was going to do a study based on, you know, how
much it would cost to do this, never got us the
st udy.

We kept saying, if you don’'t work with
on this, we will have to pass -- we w Il have
elimnate the new poll which they have been relying
on, which basically says if they don’t have the

technol ogical ability to do it, they don’'t have to

doit. It’s been, | don’t know how many years now,
but if you can’t figure out how to technol ogically
do it, then we’re going to force you to cone up
wWth ways to do it. Six years from’ 05 until now.
So we are now going to pass a bill that says they
have to give us information on eight -- about every
park over an acre and under that. W’re going to
i ncl ude pl aygrounds and basketbal |l courts and pool s
and pl aces where we’ ve heard testinony fromthe
uni ons and the advocates nost of the crinme actually
occurs or a lot of the crine actually occurs.

So | want to thank the comm ttee
menbers who are here and who have been here for a
while. | know that Council Menber Dilan had a
hearing with the Building s Departnment, but we’'re
all here now Sois Billy. So we’'re going to cal
t he vote.
