The actions
i ncl ude the designation of the project area as an

Urban Devel opnent Action Area and the di sposition
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of the site. The sponsors propose to develop a
five-story building with approxi mately 80
residential and supportive housing units as
follows: 40 studios, 13 one-bedroons and 27 two-
bedroom units, half of which will be supportive
housing units for fornerly honel ess househol ds and
the other half will be affordable housing units for
househol ds earning up to 60 percent of AM. n-
site services will be provided by a Brookl yn-based
non-profit social service provider through a
contract with the New York State O fice of Mental
Health. There will be a community room conputer
room |aundry room and | andscaped yard, four socia
service staff on-site and a front desk security on
a 24-hour basis. Council Menber Mealy has been

bri efed and has indi cated her support for the

proj ect .

CHAI RPERSON DI CKENS: Now this is a
proposed UDAPP desi gnati on di sposition and project
approval at Saratoga Avenue and the Bergen Street
site to facilitate the devel opnent of a five-story
buil ding with approximately 83 residential units of
af f ordabl e and supportive housing. Is that

correct?
