Malcolm X Boulevard in Council Member Dickens’

district and Pig N’ Whistle at 922 3rd Avenue in

Council Member Garodnick’s district; a zoning text

amendment to permit second floor commercial use in

Manhattan’s Community Board 6 in Council Member

Garodnick’s district; two affordable housing

projects, a tax abatement for Fairmont Place in the

Bronx in Council Member Arroyo’s district and Ocean

Village in Council Member Richards’ district, which

is a proposal to purchase a lot adjacent to the

existing Ocean Village and used by Ocean Village

for handicapped accessible entrance and for

landscaping. And lastly, we have before us a

motion to file the applications for the North

Conduit Rezoning and Demapping pursuant to a letter

of withdrawal from the applicant in Council Member

Wills’ district.
