here, | was comng fromthe site. Since then

there's been a lot of work that has happened.

But all of you have been extrenely
supportive, and extended your thoughts and your
prayers in these days in which we've been burying the
ei ght nenbers of our community and of the city that
passed away due to this unfortunate incident.

Hopi ng, which obviously will never repeat itself. So
thank you. | just wanted to take a nonent to
personal |y thank all of you.

Today, we are going to be voting on
| egi sl ati on sponsored by Council Menber Vacca that
anends the Gty's Human Rights Law to assure that
interns are legally protected fromdiscrimnation in
t he workpl ace. The spirit of the Human Ri ghts Law
has al ways been to protect all workers fromunfair

discrimnatory practices. But a recent court ruling
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found that an intern did not have grounds to sue
after being sexually harassed at work because she was
unpai d and, therefore, not considered an enpl oyee of
t he conmpany under the | aw.

By passing this legislation, it wll
spell it out for everyone that enployees do not have
to tolerate discrimnation or abuse in the workpl ace.
And neither do interns regardl ess of whether or not
they receive wages. Interns are often young people
who are getting their first exposure to a
prof essional environnent. It is unacceptable for
this first experience in such an environnent be one
where they are told they have to put up with
di scrimnation and abuse. It's unfair to them and
sends the wong nessage to the next generation of
professionals. 1'd like to thank al so Manhattan
Bor ough President Gale Brewer for her support on this
i ssue, and again | want to thank Council Menber Vacca
for his |eadership.

Additionally, we'll be voting on a
Resol uti on sponsored by Council Menbers WIls, Levin,
and G bson that calls upon Al bany to pass and enact
the budget that allows our city to establish a new

state funding for a Rental Subsidy Program for
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honel ess people. And | also want to thank the
| eadershi p of Council Menber Levin who has chaired
General Welfare. He was up in Al bany yesterday again
to reiterate this nmessage.

Under the | anguage of the current State
Budget Bill, state reinbursenent is only allowed for
anti-eviction services. A Rental Subsidy Programis
necessary to nove the honeless fromshelters into
housing. It is a successful and cost-effective way
to help themget their life back on track. There are
a record nunber of honel ess people in the shelter
systemtoday, and it has only grown in recent years.
The City Council devel oped the State Legislative and
Budget Agenda. WMany of you here today wote to
Al bany and hel ped | obby for our agenda, and Honel ess
Rental Subsidy was included. It is sonething we
reiterated since then, and we've made sure that the
State hears it |oud and cl ear.

We forwarded that Agenda to the Governor
as well as to the Legislature, and we | obbied for
t hat Agenda where we went to Al bany. So we need
action from Al bany to assure that we can reverse this
unfortunate trend in the City of New York. W also

have a resol ution sponsored by Council Menbers Pal ma
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and Arroyo before the Council that calls on the State
Departnent of Transportation to inplenent the plan
drafted by the Gty known as the Sheridan-Hunts Point
Land Use and Transportation Study. This is a study
t hat was conducted by the City in 2013 dealing with
t he Sheridan Expressway in the Bronx, and quality of
life related issues for the surrounding communities
foll owi ng years of advocacy by community and advocacy
groups. The study yielded several reconmendations
t hat address environnmental concerns such as poor air
quality, lack of open space, and other negative
inpacts to the area while also inproving the Hunts
Poi nt Market. The Council will show the State, and
nore specifically the State Departnment of
Transportation its support for the plan by passing
this resol ution today.

One other thing I'd like to bring up, as
| mentioned in the press conference today. Now,
which all State press conferences will be streaned
live so people can check it out. There are only five
days left for New Yorkers to enroll in the Health
| nsurance Mar ket pl ace under the Affordable Care Act.

After March 31st anyone | ooking to take advantage of
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this opportunity will need to wait until Novemnber
15th to enroll.

One
of which was a pregnant woman in the District of
Counci| Menber Carlos Menchaca, who was killed by a
snow pl ow that was backing up right into her. This
| egislation would require all snow plow vehicles to
be equi pped with flashing |ights, and warning audi bl e

sound to alert pedestrians that they are nearby.
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These are vehicles that are depl oyed
during energency conditions, declarations of
energency whether it's the city or the state, and
they should be treated as such energency vehicles.
Typi cal energency vehicles alert people that they are
nearby. W nust buy time for people to react if
these vehicles are nearby. And this would apply to
flashing |ights day and ni ght.

The sound woul d be a beepi ng sound
simlar to the sound that you hear while a truck is
backi ng up. And you don't have to play that al
ni ght, but certainly during the day. W nust do al
that we can to buy pedestrians tinme to react. And
sonetines, let's be honest, when these vehicles are
depl oyed, they're deployed during low visibility
hours. So the view of the drivers are obstructed in
addition to the plows in front of them which can
obstruct their view So we nust question ourselves
are we doi ng enough to protect New Yorkers. And this
| egi slation has the power to nean the difference
between saving a life. And that's why |'murging ny
col | eagues to support with me Intro 226. Thank you,

encourage you to read the 80 pages. It's areally

great read if you can't sleep at night.
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But we do have substantia
reconmendat i ons including standard online
applications; requiring reappointnment applications;

i ndependent screening panels. Engagi ng those who did
not receive appoi ntnments, and inportant changes to
restore the public trust including disclosure of
conflicts of interest; ban on appointnents of people
who are on the executive board of a political party,
or staffers who are elected officials.

Mandat ory reporting on appoi nt ment
process to the City Council, and determ nants, which
were actually supported by Borough President Mlinda
Kat z, and Borough President Eric Adans. And their
response to the G tizen's Union questionnaire in
their election. |It's a good read, and | recomend
everyone take a look at it.

Class 2 properties by mail of |arge charges that
could indicate a substantial |eak.

PUBLI C ADVOCATE JAMES: Thank you. You
did an excellent job, Council Menber. Council Menber
WIIlians.

COUNCI L MEMBER W LLI AMS:  Thank you. |
just wanted to point out a couple of Intros that I
have. One is a Resolution calling upon the New York
State Legislature to pass and the Governor to sign
| egislation that woul d establish the Public Canpaign
Fi nance System for Canpaigns for the Ofice of New
York State Conptroller. This is Res 0150.

The next is to Arend the Administrative
Code of the Gty of New York in relation to borough-
speci fic coordination of snow event and responsive
comuni cations. Intro 241. Those who went through

the recent snowstorns understand how difficult it was
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to coordinate. This will put a borough coordi nator
to help i npl enent a borough-specific snow plan to
communi cate with CEM and ot her el ected officials.

And the last one is to amend the
Adm ni strative Code of New York in relation to filing
sem -annual reports on catch basin cleanup and
mai ntenance. That's Intro 240. It woul d ensure that
catch basins across the city are properly naintained,
and require that catch basins are inspected on an
annual basis. A mninmum of one inspection per year.
And if there are any conplaints regarding the catch
basin or if it is in need of repair, it is handled at
| east three days after the conplaint is |odged.

Uncl ogged basi ns have the potential to
| ead to various issues such as flooding or causing
property damage to residents. This legislation wll
provide | ocal elected officials wth an update of the
status of catch basins in the district. Anyone who
has ever dealt with this issue knows how difficult it
is dealing with these catch basins. And I've found
that the Adm nistration and the agency really doesn't
have a good command of what is happening with the
catch basins, how often they're being cl eaned and

where the problens are. Thank you very nuch.

First, to
Nunber 214, which would seek to | evel the playing
field in Housing Court where tenants currently face
virtually 100% of | andl ords bei ng represented by
attorneys, while tenants thensel ves on average fewer
than ten percent have | egal representation. Thi s
puts them at a severe di sadvantage in the | egal
proceedi ngs | eading up to eviction and other such
proceedi ngs, and | andl ords know this.

And t he nopst unscrupul ous property owners
exploit it by dragging tenants into Housing Court

knowi ng they will not have the legal fire power to
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defend thensel ves, who may be intimdate, and they
take the buyout. And they |ose cases they shouldn't
have lost. Qur bill would require that all tenants
who may have inconme of 125% of the poverty or | ower
woul d receive free | egal counsel fromthe Cty.

Secondly, | want to call your attention
to Introduction 216, which would hel p make our
streets safe for visually inpaired New Yorkers. This
is acritical conponent of Vision Zero. It would
require the installation of all of the pedestrian
signals, APSs at additional intersections. Today, in
the Gty of New York there are 10,800 intersections
with traffic signals.

Only 71 of them have audi bl e signal s that
allow a visually inpaired person to cross safely.
That's 71 out of 10,800. |I'msure all of us agree
this is unacceptable. This legislation would require
installation of 25 new APSs a year. Also
installation in any kind of a bike |ane, a | ead
pedestrian interval or automated pedestrian interval
is installed. And would also require the retrofit of
50 such installations a year. Thank you

PUBLI C ADVOCATE JAMES: Thank you.

For those few who cane forward to report their
assaults, only 8% saw their assailants referred to
court-martials. Indeed, in the nost recent case
reported only regardi ng sexual nisconduct in the
mlitary, a brigadier general was reprimnded for,
anong ot her offenses, m streating an Arny Captain,
who was his mstress. He was only reprinmanded.

This bill will address this dilemma by
changi ng how sexual assault is handled in the
mlitary by creating an i ndependent body to
i nvestigate and prosecute sexual assault cases.

And the third is a bill I'"mintroducing
with to Council Menber Lander, Public Advocate Janes,
and Council Menber Richard, and 16 ot her Counci
Menbers | egislations to reduce the use of carryout
bags. This bill will create a mandatory ten cent
charge on paper and plastic bags that are normally
given for free. Stores would use the charge --
stores woul d keep the charge, and custoners woul d
have to nmake a nore conscious choi ce about the inpact
t hat paper and plastic bags have on the environnent.
