| egi slation introduced by Council Menber Ignizio
requiring carbon nonoxi de detectors be installed in
public places of assenbly. That includes theaters,
ni ght clubs, restaurants and bars, cafeterias, court
roonms, school auditoriunms, gymasiuns, houses of
wor shi p, community halls, and art galleries. Every
year hundreds of people in New York are rushed to the
hospital w th carbon nonoxi de poi soning, and these

nunbers don't include fire-related incidents. New
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Yorkers should be able to go about their lives eating
out at restaurants, exercising at the gym sending
their kids to school w thout having to worry about a
danger that can be so easily avoided. This law wll
make carbon nonoxi de detectors conmonpl ace in
communal spaces as fire alarns already are, and give
New Yorkers peace of mnd as they go through their
daily routines.

I want to thank the Mnority Leader for
sponsoring this inportant |egislation and the Chair
of our Housing and Buil dings Conm ttee, Jumaane
Wl lianms, for ushering this bill to the floor. And
I'"d like to invite the | ead sponsor and chair to say
a few words now on this legislation, Ignizio, Counci
Menber 1 gni zio.

This is the
first piece of a two-pronged approach in howthe Cty

of New York can take the lead in the country for
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car bon nonoxi de detectors. This bill would mandate
if you're putting in new snoke alarns in your
business or retrofitting or renovating your snoke
al arm system you will be required to have carbon
nonoxi de detectors in there. The second step of
whi ch the Speaker and nyself, the Admi nistration are
wor ki ng to ensure that we see snoke al arns get
approved nationwi de for commercial establishnents,
whi ch would then -- we would then inplenent the
second part of the bill

The resolution
recogni zes the potential safety issue for the victim
of donestic violence sharing wrel ess tel ephone pl ans
with their battler because it keeps a record of their
contact information, which may be used to track them

Access to the information can prove to be
life threatening. It is inperative that victins of
donmestic violence are conpletely protected without a
cost. According to the Mayor's O fice to Conbat
Donestic Viol ence, the NYPD responded to 280, 000
domestic violence incidents in 2013, and | ess than
hal f of those victins break free fromtheir battlers.
Cel | phone contracts are keeping them hostage from
the Abusive Register. It seens pretty clear that we
nmust take every conceivable step to protect victins
of donestic violence. That is why | fully support
this State legislation, and | ask my coll eagues to
sign on as co-sponsors. Thank you.

Today | rise to speak on four
bills, but three of themare a suite. April is
Autism Month, and nearly half of children with Autism
Spectrum Di sorder attenpt to wander or bolt from
supervi sed areas, and nore than half of those that
wander go missing. The legislation that we are
putting in will help conbat the vulnerability of
i ndividuals with Auti sm and decreases the chances of
t hem being in i nm nent danger.

One bill such as the Silver Link System
that once applied only to senior citizens 65 or ol der
who suffered fromcognitive disorders, such as
denmentia wll now include any vul nerabl e age group
w th devel opnental disabilities. Aiding in a quicker
response tine for mssing individuals who can be in

i mm nent danger. The Voluntary Registry was
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devel oped for individuals with special needs wll
provide a central database all ow ng various agenci es,
including the New York City Fire Departnent, Ofice
of Emergency Managenent to access pertinent
information to aid in finding these m ssing
i ndi vidual s as soon as possi bl e.

We have a resolution that we are calling
on the State to add GPS tracki ng devices under the
People First Waiver. This is a waiver that is
t hrough Medicaid. W are asking that the State all ow
people with children with this disorder or adults
wWth this disorder to be able to apply and have it
paid for. W are also asking that LS-131 from
Counci| Menber Carnegy be included in this package,
which calls for the alarmng of doors in DOE
facilities. | stand and say thank you to Counci
Menbers and Chairs Cohen as well as Johnson for their
support for these legislations. And we ask that
those comm ttees and the Education Conmittee hold
heari ngs on these as soon as possi bl e.

The next Intro that we have is the Intro
that deals with studio privacy. Currently, New York
State and any other |ocal nunicipalities have enacted

addi tional privacy for individual, and have all owed
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under FERPA, the Fam |y Educational Rights and
Privacy Act for student education records. |'m
sorry, | need 31 seconds.

But they should al so be
about preparing future citizens and hel pi ng young
peopl e understand what it neans to be an inforned
voter; or what it neans to petition the governnent.
What it nmeans to be a community organizer; what it
means to perform public service and conmunity
servi ce.

There was a tine decades ago when New
York was a leader in this type of education. But in
recent years civics education and really soci al
studi es nore broadly have withered as it's been nore
and nore focused on those narrow topics, which appear
in standardi zed text. And in February of this year
a study produced a real shocker finding that in New
York State today, anmong adults 58% of New Yorkers
cannot nane either one of our current state -- of the
current United States Senators. Again, 58% of New
Yor kers today cannot nane either one of the United
States Senators. Qur bill seeks to change this
regrettable situation by reinvigorating civics
education in the University and public schools, and |

urge you to consider it. Thank you

That is 257 for those of you who are
keeping track. Intro 258 is a law that would require
DCAS, that's the Departnent of G tyw de
Admi nistrative Services, to post the submtted nunber
of open conpetitive civil positions at the sanme tine
of the exam You shouldn't have to take a test
wi t hout know ng how many jobs there are avail abl e.

If there are only three jobs, and there are 3,000

applicants, you may not want to take the test. |If
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there are 300 jobs, you may be interested. Another
commonsense piece of |egislation

And then finally everyone's favorite
topic: Intro 259, Suspending Al ternate Side Parking.
| woul d suspend it forever, but sadly ny coll eagues
don't agree with me on that. And so, this would
sinply suspend it on the annual Jew sh holiday of
Toshi ba, which is a fast day when Jews are cooped up
in the synagogues for 25 hours of fasting, making it
really difficult for themto nove the car, normally
sonmetime in August on a hot sweltering day.

So once again, | would encourage you to
sign on 257, which deals with two-away zones; 258,
whi ch would |l et you know the amount of civil service
exam nations, actual jobs that are open; and 259 that
woul d suspend all alternate side on Toshiba. Wth
that, I wish all of ny colleagues, who are
cel ebrating, a happy Passover. As we say, Hal kasha
Vi shinal [phonetic]. A Happy Easter, for those who
are celebrating that, and if you cel ebrate none of
the above, enjoy the spring break. Thank you very
much.

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COUNCI L MEMBER RI CHARDS: Today, | woul d
like to draw ny col |l eagues' attention to Intro 271,
which will amend the New York City Buil ding Code and
Mechanical Code in relation to the New York City Air
Pol lution Control Code. New York City, in particular
environnental justice conmunities, have |long suffered
alarm ng asthma rates, respiratory issues, and
di seases. The Departnent of Health attributes 2,000
deaths a year in New York City to air pollution

The New York City Air Pollution Code was
first enacted in the 1970s, and has not been
significantly anended since its enactnent. As we
nove to inprove both indoor and outdoor air quality,
it is critical that we strengthen existing air
gquality initiatives, and to regul ate new sources of
air pollution to further inprove the City's overal
air quality. This bill will specifically make
necessary anmendnents to the Air Code, which wll
el i m nate outdated provisions and conformto Air Code
for Devel opnents in Federal Law and Regul ati on,
preserve greater flexibility. And it would also
preserve greater flexibility for BEPTU Rul e nmaki ng
authority to update requirenents, and standards to

account for ongoi ng devel opnments in technol ogy and
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fuels. And introduce new requirenments that limt
em ssions fromcertain unregul ated sectors while
pronoting the adoption of cost-effective air
pol lution control. | urge ny colleagues to sign onto
this bill, which will inprove air quality across New
York City, especially in environnental justice
communi ti es.

And lastly, | just want to acknow edge
the famly of Oficer Guerra, who lived in ny
district of in Rockaway. And I spoke to his wife
just a little bit ago, and the famly is really
devastated. And | ask the body to keep themin
prayer. Thank you.
