you, Chair Weprin. Thank you for giving me the
opportunity to make a statenment about this
project. When | was elected to this City
Council seat, the wind was already in the sail
of the 606 West 57'" Street approval process.
In 2013, Conmmunity Board Four and then
Manhat t an Borough President Stringer voted to
approve the project with stipulations regarding
af f ordabl e housi ng and parking spaces. In

January 2014 the current Manhattan Borough
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COW TTEE ON ZONI NG AND FRANCHI SES 6
President Gale Brewer testified to City
Pl anni ng asking for an approval with
stipulations in line with those of Community
Board Four. In March 2014, the City Pl anning
Comm ssi on approved the project. For the past
month or so |’ve had the opportunity to work
with the devel oper, TF Cornerstone, to address
the concerns and stipulations raised by
Communi ty Board Four and the Manhattan Borough
President. Our negotiations have respected the
wi shes of those who voted before me. We made
great progress and satisfied the concerns of
Communi ty Board Four and the Manhattan Borough
President, both the former and the current.
There will be inclusionary affordabl e housing
guaranteed into perpetuity. The 20 percent
af f ordabl e housi ng square footage will be
calculated to include all residential above the
first floor. The garage will be smaller with
room for only 400 spaces. JITNY [sp?] buses to
the subway will be shared with the Durst [sp?]
buil ding across the street to mnimze the
i mpact on traffic. The affordable units will be

di stributed throughout 80 percent of the

building with amenities the same as those used
for market apartnments with m nor exceptions. In
the allocation of affordable housing units of
di fferent sizes, studio, one, two, and three
bedroomwi Il mrror the market rate apartnments.
We al so addressed the concerns of Labor when TF
Cornerstone agreed to build using union |abor
and staff with 32 BJ enployees. TF Cornerstone
al so agreed to go back to City Planning now
asking for a special permt should they decide
to build a hotel on their property, which I
understand is inmportant to the hotel trades
union. At ny request, TF Cornerstone al so
agreed to the follow ng, paying for the build
out of a new 1,500 square foot public schoo
pre-k which the Department of Education School
Construction Authority has agreed to | ease, 17
to 20 additional mddle income famly-sized
af fordabl e units, 100,000 dollars to inprove
the |l ocal park, Clinton Cove and participation
in a construction advisory commttee to work
wi th neighbors to mnimze the inmpact of
construction on their quality of life during

the project’s construction. None the |ess,

hear the projects detractors |oud and clear. |
under stand why the residents who |ive al ong
West 57'" Street do not like this devel opnent.
It takes away their light and air. 57'" Street
is over-run with overdevel opment. There is no
school to accommdate the 143 children from
this building on top of the 120 or so kids from
the Durst building across the street. There are
comon sense questions about the w sdom of
bui l dings so close to the water’s edge in |ight
of the inmpact of super storm Sandy and cli mate
change.
