The New York City Human Rights Law prohibits many forms of employment discrimination.
This bill would require that any waiver of a right or claim under the Human Rights Law be
knowing and voluntary. The bill would create specific and stringent standards to demonstrate
knowing and voluntary waiver- including, amongst other requirements, a requirement that the
waiver be in writing and understood by the employee.

EFFECTIVE DATE:
One hundred and twenty days after enactment into law.
