CHAIRPERSON TREYGER: Good morning. We
are convened today for a second hearing and vote on
Proposed Int. 425-A. This bill, of which I am the
prime sponsor, has received the support of a super
majority of council members, but is also a product of
the stories and advocacy of the members of this
committee as well as members of the public that we
have heard from in recent years. The Council has
previously created plans for food resiliency and fuel
distribution after emergency events; now we are
addressing a third critical area -- communications.

During Hurricane Sandy, when there was an
emergency situation, we were told to call 911; others
of us were worried about loved ones, so we tried to
use our cell phones or our landlines; still, others
just wanted basic information on the storm, yet when
the power went out and when fallen trees and
corrosive salt water damaged wires, our
telecommunications went out too; we saw then how
vital a resilient telecommunications infrastructure
is and that lesson has not been forgotten. With this
bill we will ensure that as the climate changes we
will also have the information needed on how best to

adapt our telecommunications infrastructure.
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COMMITTEE ON RECOVERY AND RESILTIENCY 4
Int. 425-A will require the New York City

Climate Change Adaptation Task Force to evaluate the
potential impact of climate change on the city's
telecommunications infrastructure. To assist the
task force in doing so, the Department of
Information, Technology and Telecommunications and
representatives from the telecommunications industry
will be included as members of the task force.
Further, outreach will be conducted to
telecommunication service providers, including all
those with a franchise agreement with the City to
request their cooperation in obtaining needed
information, and might I add, that I believe that
telecommunications companies with franchise
agreements who use public land for their equipment
have an obligation to brief this Council on the steps
they are taking to protect communications
infrastructure so we could reach our loved ones
during critical emergencies; I believe this is of the
utmost importance. Finally, the task force's report
will now be required to include short and long-term
recommendations for improving the resiliency of
existing public and private telecommunications

infrastructure.
