The property is 

a vacant 2 story residential building located within 

the East New York industrial business zone.  It was 

therefore included in a request for offers in order 

to generate interest from the public that would 

redevelop the fight for non-housing purposes.  In 

2012, the property was offered for disposition under 

the asset sales program and under asset sales 

program, properties are sold in as-is conditions for 

an appraised market value and responsibility for 

securing the development fund lies solely with the 

selected sponsor.  HPD office no subsidies for this 

program.  The sole respondent to the request for 

offers was the adjacent property who operates a 

poultry processing facility on lot 1 and 9.  The 

sponsor proposes to develop the vacant building which 

will allow them to expand their operation and 

increase their parking and loading areas.
