TITLE:  A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to reporting response times for firefighting units and ambulances to medical emergencies.
BILL SUMMARY:

The Fire Department of the City of New York (“FDNY”) categorizes calls for emergency medical services by segments numbered 1-9, in which segments 1-3 are considered “life threatening.” The FDNY is presently required to report on response times for various emergencies, including a separate category for segment 1 emergencies. This bill would add that such reporting include a breakdown of response times to medical emergencies by all segments and by ambulance unit. The FDNY would also be required to report response times for segments 1-3 broken down by segment, by fire unit, and by fire and ambulance units combined. 
CODE SECTIONS AFFECTED: Amends Administrative Code section 15-129
EFFECTIVE DATE: June 17, 2014
