If designated by the Council and 

subsequently appointed by the Mayor, Mr. Peguero, a 

resident of Queens and Ms. Stahly-Butts, a resident 

of Brooklyn will both serve for the remainder of a 

three year term that expires on July 4
th
, 2017 and 

finally Michael Regan will be considered for 

reappointment to the Board of Corrections.  If 

reappointed by the Council, Mr. Regan, a resident of 

Manhattan will serve on the Board of Correction for 

the remainder of a six year term expiring October 

12
th
, 2020.  We had hearing with all four of those 

candidates earlier in the week and we had a real 

thorough back and forth and a good questions and 

answers with them and their pre-hearing responses are 

in your binder along with the investigations.  We 

have no one signed up to testify today and unless any 

Council Members have questions or comments that they 

would like to ask or make before we proceed to a 

vote.
