[background comments] Yeah. Land Use No. 361, Water

Street POPS upgrades in Lower Manhattan. This
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COMMITTEE ON LAND USE 5
proposal developed by the Alliance for Downtown NY,
DCD and EDC facilitate the development of real--
primarily commercial space in the public arcades
along Water Street. The subcommittee heard many
comments during the public hearing, and received
extensive testimony, and as a resident of Water
Street I know Council Member Chin took this input and
took that to heart. As a result of her work, we have
more than five text amendments in front of us, which
is significantly improved. Briefly, the subcom--
subcommittee has recommended five key notifications.

(1) For arcades, which add more than
7,500 square feet of retail, the largest arcades
along Water Street. The Council will modify the
proposal to require a full ULURP to ensure
appropriate oversight and public review.

(2) The subcommittee has recommended
that bands and drug stores be restricted along Water
Street to 30 feet and 50 feet of frontage
respectively to ensure a mix of retail is provided
along Water Street.

(3) For any programming in the public

spaces notification will be required to be provided

to the Community Board, the Borough President, and
Council 30--and the Council 30 days in advance.

(4) A series of technical changes to
ensure there is transparency and proper lighting in
public spaces.

(5) The changes also contain
enhancement. No, sorry. The changes also contain
enforcement enhancements such as restoring the
compliance reporting provisions.

LU No. 378, 379, 380, 381 and 382 are One
Flushing, Queens. This application was submitted by
the Department of Housing Preservation and
Development for a zoning map amendment, a zoning text
amendment, special permits for a public parking
garage, and for development in available right-of-
way. A UDAP designation, important approval (sic) a
new tax exemption and the disposition of city-owned
property. [background comments] Approval of these
applications will facilitate the development a much
used affordable housing development in [background
comments]--yeah in--in my district in Queens.

The Land Use Subcommittee has recommended
approval all items with the exception of disposition

of city-owned property, for which the Land Use (sic)
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COMMITTEE ON LAND USE 7
Subcommittee has recommended approval with
modifications. Specific--specifically, Councilman
Koo has negotiated a modification for their
applications that will require the minimum of 5,000
square feet of the development will be devoted to use
as a community center.

LU No. 383 The East New York Savings Bank
in Brooklyn. This application was submitted by LPC,
the designation of the East New York Savings Bank as
an historic landmark. The East New York Savings Bank
is located on Eastern Parkway and Ethica--Utica
Avenue in Council Member Cumbo's district. This
committee has recommended approval of this
application, and Council Member Cumbo supports the
designation.

LU No. 388, Lambert Houses. This
application was submitted by the Department of
Housing Preservation and Development for an extension
of the previously approved tax exemption, and--and a
