TITLE:  A local law to amend the New York city charter and the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the department of small business services to require in its contracts with certain not-for-profit corporations that provide economic development services for the city of New York that, before any economic development project is commenced or submitted for approval, such corporations must submit a project description and budget to local officials and borough and community boards; including reporting requirements in such contracts; and repealing paragraphs b and b-1 of subdivision 1 of section 1301 of the New York city charter
BILL SUMMARY:

New York City contracts with the New York City Economic Development Corporation (“EDC”) for economic development services. Some, but not all, of EDC’s projects go to Community Boards or Borough Presidents for review. This bill would require that, unless a project must already go before the relevant Community Board or Borough Board, EDC (or any entity performing the same role) must submit a project description and budget to the relevant Community Boards, Council Members, Borough Presidents, and others for review and comment before executing the project agreement or submitting the project to the Mayor for approval. 

In addition, this bill would require EDC to include all covered economic development projects in its annual report to the City, and would require more information to be provided and provided in non-aggregated form.  
Finally, this bill would move these requirements for the City’s contract with EDC from the Charter to a new subchapter of the Administrative Code.
