1166-A, which is
sponsored by Council Member Donovan Richards, a local
law in relation to reporting on violations issued to
three-quarter housing.

I want to acknowledge all of my

colleagues who are here this morning. These bills --

package related to three-quarter housing and which
are being voted on in the Committee on Housing and
Buildings today seek to provide some relief to
tenants of three-quarter housing.

While the existence of these buildings is
an unfortunate consequence of the continually rising
gap between income and rents in New York City, these
bills seek to gather information on the City's
efforts to provide assistance to these tenants and to
ensure that people are proactively informed of their
rights.

I want to thank my colleagues, Council
Members Johnson and Richards for sponsoring these
bills and I encourage my colleagues to support these
pieces of legislation, they are vitally important and
really shine a light on what right now is an area of
housing in New York City that is largely unseen and
under-regulated. So we'll be waiting on Council
Members Johnson and Richards to speak on the bills,
but.. [pause] so we're just awaiting Council Member
Ritchie Torres and then we'll be able to vote when we
get quorum.
