[bookmark: _GoBack]SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Proposed Intro. No. 926-A would create an inter-agency task force consisting of 13 members appointed by the New York City Department of Buildings (DOB), the Department of Housing Preservation and Development (HPD), the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH), the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP), the City Council, and the Mayor. Among its primary functions, the task force would evaluate the current practices of the individual agencies represented in the task force with regards to construction and renovation by landlords in occupied residential buildings, submit a report of its findings to the Mayor and the Council including recommendations to improve inter-agency coordination and sharing of information, and update such report annually. The taskforce would dissolve upon submission of the third annual report. 

EFFECTIVE DATE: This local law would take effect 120 days after it becomes law.
