My
name is Rafael Espinal; I am the Chair of the
Consumer Affairs Committee. Today the Committee will
be voting on a Preconsidered Introduction, a Local
Law to amend the Administrative Code of the City of
New York in relation to establishing an Office of
Nightlife and a Nightlife Advisory Board. This
Preconsidered bill is an amended version of
Intro 1648, which we'll be voting to recall today.

Before we go and do that, I want to
acknowledge that we have been joined by my colleagues
from Queens; we have Rory Lancman; Karen Koslowitz
and from Brooklyn, Vinny Gentile.

Pursuant to Section 37 of the New York
City Charter, we will be voting on a message to
recall Intro No. 1648-A in relation to establishing
an Office of Nightlife and a Nightlife Advisory
Board. We are recalling Intro No. 1648-A in order to
include an amendment that clarifies the Advisory
Board's obligations to provide recommendations to the

Council and the Mayor within eighteen months of the

effective date of this law. After that, we will be
voting on the Preconsidered Introduction which will
replace this Intro 1648. Mr. Clerk, please call the
roll.
