TITLE: A Local Law to amend the New York city charter, in 

relation to the creation of an immigrant affairs task force.

SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Proposed Intro. 1578-A would create an interagency task force led by the Mayor’s 

Office of Immigrant Affairs (MOIA) to review the needs of the City’s immigrant community and provide agencies 

with recommendations and best practices. The task force would meet regularly to ensure interagency 

communication and coordination for immigrants, particularly vulnerable immigrant populations, including 

victims of crime and human trafficking; individuals who are lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender, queer or intersex; 

individuals involved in the criminal justice system; and minors and youth. The other agencies required for this 

task force are as follows: the Administration for Children’s Services (ACS); Department of Social Services (DSS); 

Department of Homeless Services (DHS); Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH); Department of 

Youth and Community Development (DYCD); Department for the Aging (DFTA); the New York Police 

Department (NYPD); Department of Correction (DOC); Department of Probation (DOP); Chancellor of the 

Department of Education (DOE); Coordinator of the Office of Civil Justice (OCJ); and representatives of other 

agencies or offices that the Mayor may designate.   

 

EFFECTIVE DATE: This local law would take effect 60 days after it becomes law.

The 

legislation was subsequently amended and the amended version, Proposed Intro. No. 1578-A, will be voted on 

by the Committee on Immigration at a hearing on September 6, 2017. Upon successful vote by the Committee, 

Proposed Intro. No. 1578-A will be submitted to the full Council for a vote on September 7, 2017.
