Thank you all for joining us
today. Today we’ll be voting on Proposed
Introduction No. 1382-B, a bill that will require
certain contractors that do business with the city
and work on city funded construction projects to
disclose information about their workforce and their
business. Information such as the zip code of
employees’ primary address, the address, block and
lot number of the construction project, and whether
the contractor is a certified MWBE will be reported
to the city and itemized and made public. This data
will be used to analyze employment trends and in the
construction industry. As discussed in a joint
oversight hearing with the Committee on Contracts and
Economic Development, we are seeing rising employment
rates in the construction industry. We want to
continue to support that job creation while also
ensuring that the employment demographics reflect the
demographics of the city. This bill along with the
legislation from the Committee on Economic

Development and Contracts is another step forward

towards our goal of making sure that all New Yorkers
have a shot at a rewarding, well paying career.
