SERGEANT-AT-ARMS:  Okay, quite, please.

CHAIRPERSON DROMM:  [gavel]  Good 

morning. Today the Education Committee will vote on 

two bills:  Proposed Intro 1604-A sponsored by 

Council Member Mendez and Proposed Intro 1497-A 

sponsored by Council Member Salamanca.  Proposed 

Intro 1604-A would expand upon the demographics of 

those passed by the Council in 2016 and require the 

Mayor's Office of Operations or the other—or other 

agencies designated by the Mayor to review the 

official forms of certain designated city agencies to 

determine whether they are eligible for updating to 

include voluntary questions regarding individuals’ 

gender pronouns and if so eligible to update such 

forms.  The designated agencies would include the 

Department of Education, the Department of Social 

Services, the Administration for Children's Services, 

the Department of Homeless Services and the 

Department of Health and Mental Hygiene, the 

Department for the Aging, the Department of Youth and 

Community Development, and any other agencies 
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designated by the Mayor that collect demographic 

information.   

Proposed Intro 1497-A would require the 

DOE to submit to the Council and post on its website 

an annual report by November 1
st
, of each year 

beginning in 2018 with information regarding students 

in temporary housing.  The report would be required 

to include information such as the number of students 

residing in shelters disaggregated by shelter type; 

the number of student living doubled up, information 

on Metro Card and bussing usage, the attendance rate, 

retention rate and drop-out rate of students in 

temporary housing.  I fully support both of these 

important pieces of legislation, and urge committee 

members to vote in favor of Proposed Intro 1604-A and 

1497-A, and I’m going to ask the Clerk now to call on 

the Committee members for the vote.  

CLERK:  William Martin, Committee Clerk, 

roll call vote Committee on Education.  The items are 

coupled.  Chair Dromm. 

CHAIRPERSON DROMM:  I vote aye.  

CLERK:  Gentile.

COUNCIL MEMBER KALLOS:  With 

congratulations to Council Member Mendez for getting 

this bill done, and a little bit of competition with 

the Education Committee because I wanted to pass this 

out of the Governmental Operations Committee, I vote 

aye on all.
