CHATRPERSON GARODNICK: I vote Laurie
Cumbo for her leadership in sponsoring the
legislation that’s before the committee today. I
want to note we’ve been joined by Council Members
Borelli, Adams, Rodriguez, Richards, Koslowitz, Rose,
Van Bramer and Menchaca. I expect that we’re going
to proceed after this committed is concluded directly
to into the Transportation Committee. So, if you are
on the Transportation Committee, please stick around.
The bill that we are considering before the Economic
Development Committee today is Introduction 1616-A.
It relates to improving transparency and access to
information for subcontractors who work on city
projects. Intro 1615-A would require the Department
of Small Business Services to create a guide for
subcontractors who often are unaware of the resources
and rights available to them. This guide would
include information such as an overview of a prime
contractor’s payment process, access to contact
persons at city agencies or general information about
the city contracting process altogether including
where to find necessary paperwork such as approval
forms or registration documents. Intro 1615-A would

ensure that whenever a city contractor brings on a

subcontractor to handle a portion of its contract
obligations all parties involved will have access to
the same information about their rights under the
contracts. In sum, this legislation would expedite
agency contract processing by expanding information
available to subcontractors and improving their
relationships with prime contractors as well as the
city. [pause] For these reasons, I will be voting in
favor of Intro 1615-A, and I will encourage my fellow
committee members to do the same. We’ve been joined
by Council Member Margaret Chin, and before we
proceed to a vote any questions or comments? Seeing
none, I1’d ask the—the clerk to call the roll.
