TITLE:  

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to a street design checklist
BILL SUMMARY:

This plain language summary is for informational purposes only and does not substitute for legal counsel. For more information, you should review the full text of the bill, which is available online at legistar.council.nyc.gov.

This bill would require the Department of Transportation (“DOT”) to develop a checklist of street design elements that enhance safety that the department shall consider for arterial street design projects. The bill would also require DOT to post such checklist and a list of arterial street design projects subject to such checklist on its website. For each arterial street design project subject to such checklist, the department would be required to state which street design elements have been applied, and if an element has not been applied, the reason for not applying such element.
