A Local Law to amend the New York city charter, in relation to adding two commissioners to the New York city
taxi and limousine commission board

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1. Subdivision a of section 2301 of the New York city charter, as added by local law number 12

for the year 1971, is amended to read as follows:

a. The commission shall consist of [nine] 11 members to be appointed by the mayor with the advice and

consent of the city council; at least 2 of said members shall hold a valid driver license issued by the

commission; [five] 5 of said members, [one] 1 resident from each of the [five] 5 boroughs of New York city,

shall be recommended for appointment by a majority vote of the [councilmen] council members of the
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shall be recommended for appointment by a majority vote of the [councilmen] council members of the

respective borough.

§ 2. This local law takes effect 120 days after it becomes law.
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
