Whereas, According to the New York State Legislature, police officers receiving disability benefits
under Tier 2 receive 75 percent of pay, with no Social Security offset; and

Whereas, According to the New York State Legislature, police officers receiving disability benefits
under Tier 3 receive 50 percent of pay, which is further offset by Social Security payments; and

Whereas, According to the New York State Legislature the expiration of Tier 2 benefits and the creation
of Tier 3 benefits left uniformed employees, including firefighters and medical officers, of the Fire Department
with greatly reduced disability benefits; and

Whereas, It has been estimated by the State Legislature that the discrepancy in benefits between Tier 2
and Tier 3 can result in substantially reduced payments to disabled employees of the fire department and police
officers; and

Whereas, Legislation has been introduced in the State Legislature to eliminate such discrepancy in
benefits; and

Whereas, A. 9975 (Sponsored by Assemblyman Peter Abbate) and S. 7736 (Sponsored by Senator

Martin Golden) would ensure that all employees of the Fire Department receive equal disability benefits; and

Whereas, A.9594 (Sponsored by Assemblyman Peter Abbate) and S.7326 (Sponsored by Senator Martin
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Golden) would amend subdivisions a and b of section 13-254 of the Administrative Code of the City of New
York, which governs disability benefits under the New York City Police Pension fund, to extend Tier 2

disability benefits to members of Tier 3; now, therefore, be it
