A Local Law to amend the New York city charter, in relation to establishing a New York City Housing
Authority ombudsperson within the department of buildings

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1. Chapter 26 of the New York city charter is amended by adding a new section 651 to read as

follows:

§ 651. New York City Housing Authority ombudsperson. There shall be in the department the position

of New York City Housing Authority ombudsperson whose duties shall include, but not be limited to:

1. monitoring the New York City Housing Authority’s compliance with the New York city construction

codes, and reporting on such compliance to the commissioner;

2. making recommendations to the commissioner with respect to such compliance;

3. establishing a system to receive comments and complaints from the public with respect to such

compliance; and

4. investigating such comments and complaints and taking appropriate action.

§ 2. This local law takes effect 120 days after it becomes law, except that the commissioner of buildings

may take such measures as are necessary for its implementation, including the promulgation of rules, prior to

its effective date.
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
