A Local Law to amend the New York city charter and the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to granting licenses and revocable consents for sidewalk cafes and roadway cafes, to amend section 2 of local law number 114 for the year 2020, relating to the establishment of a permanent outdoor dining program, in relation to the commencement of such program, and to amend section 1 of local law number 77  for the year 2020, relating to establishing a temporary outdoor dining program, in relation to the expiration of such program

[bookmark: _GoBack]This bill would amend the sidewalk café licensing provisions in title 20 of the Administrative Code to streamline the existing licensing and revocable consent process, and to add provisions permitting roadway dining on a seasonal basis. It would also give restaurants time to transition from the emergency outdoor dining program created in response to the COVID-19 pandemic while petitioning for a sidewalk or roadway café license. Further, the bill would update the Street Vendor Enforcement Unit’s mandate to address other street commerce activity, including sidewalk and roadway café violations.
