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SERGEANT BRADLEY: PC recording is up.
SERGEANT SADOWSKY: Cloud is rolling.  And good morning and welcome to today’s remote New York City Council vote on the Committee on Housing and Buildings.  At this time would all council members and staff please turn on their video?  To minimize disruption, please place electronic devices on vibrate or silent mode.  Thank you for your cooperation.  We are ready to begin.
CHAIRPERSON SANCHEZ: Good morning. I am Council Member Pierina Sanchez, Chair of the Committee on Housing and Buildings.  We are here to vote on a bill to, to help improve the inspection of the city’s laws requiring self-closing doors in residential buildings. 
Two months ago, this Committee, along with the Committee on Fire and Emergency Management and the Twin Parks Special Task Force heard a number of bills designed to investigate the contributing factors at play in Twin Parks. 
The hearing was an important step in the Council’s efforts to improve conditions in the city, and to ensure that buildings are properly equipped in the instance of a fire.  A few weeks ago, the City Council passed several of those bills including legislation regarding electric space heaters and legislation on self-closing doors.
Today the Committee on Housing and Buildings seeks to build on those efforts by voting on an additional piece of legislation to tighten fire safety inspections.  Proposed Intro 208-A, sponsored by Council Member Natasha Williams, would require HBD to select 300 buildings each year for, for proactive inspection of self-closing door requirements.
The bill also requires HBD and FDNY to increase coordination and data sharing in order to improve their respective fire safety related inspection protocols.
I am joined today by Council Member Barron, Council Member Cabán, Council Member Kagan, Council Member Avilés, Council Member Carr, Council Member Hudson, Council Member Feliz, Dinowitz, and I see no other colleagues.  Thank you so much for being here today.
Um, now, before we, uh, call the roll, just wanted to check, I do not see Council Member Natasha Williams.  Uh, Sergeants and Johanna, is that right? 
JOHANNA CASTRO: Sorry, uh, yes, that’s correct.
CHAIRPERSON SANCHEZ:  Okay, okay. Okay, so before we call the roll do colleagues have any questions on Intro 208?
Great, thank you.  And so now we will ask the Clerk to call the roll.
