A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to allowing reusable beverage containers in sports venues

Bill Summary:

This bill would require professional and collegiate sports venues to allow attendees to enter the venue with a reusable beverage container and establish penalties for venues that fail to comply. Sports venues would be able to require reusable beverage containers be empty upon entering the venue and to restrict the type of reusable beverage container allowed, as long as at least one type of reusable beverage container is permitted.
