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SERGEANT-AT-ARMS: Good morning and

We are here to vote on three bills and 

one resolution that this Committee first heard on 

March 30th. 

Proposed Introduction 984A by Council 

Member Brewer would amend and repeal certain outdated 

unnecessary pilot programs, unconstitutional 

provisions, and other outdated provisision. 

Proposed Introduction 986A by Council 

Member Farias would amend and repeal certain outdated 

and unnecessary advisory boards, task forces, and 

commissions. 

Proposed Introduction 1004A by Council 

Member Williams will remove certain reporting 
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requirements selected for waiver by the Report and 

Advisory Board Review Commission and amend and repeal 

certain outdated reports and studies. 

Finally, Resolution 566 sponsored by 

myself that will approve the waiver of eight 

reporting requirements that the Report and Advisory 

Board Review Commission voted to approve at its 

meeting on January 11, 2023. 

Council Member Brewer, would you like to 

make remarks on your bill? 

COUNCIL MEMBER BREWER: No. I want to 

thank the Staff for putting the time in for doing the 

necessary work to discover aspects of past City 

Council laws that are no longer relevant. It’s a lot 

of work. I think it was done actually many years ago 

in the Bloomberg administration by then Special 

Assistant Esther Fuchs so I really appreciate the 

Staff doing the work. Thank you. 

CHAIRPERSON UNG: Thank you. Now, I will 

call on the Clerk to call the vote.
