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Be it enacted by the Council as follows:
Section 1.  Title 9 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new chapter 3 to read as follows:

CHAPTER 3
OFFICE OF CRIMINAL JUSTICE
§ 9-301 Definitions.

As used in this chapter, the following terms have the following meetings:
“Office.” The term “office” means the office of criminal justice as defined in section 13 of the charter.

§ 9-302. Bail recommendations.
The office shall ensure that any arraignment screening organization issues recommendations that include recommendations for unsecured or partially secured appearance or surety bonds, as defined in section 520.10 of the criminal procedure law or any successor statute, where appropriate. Such recommendations shall also include specific information regarding a defendant’s ability to pay bail, including an amount the defendant has the capacity to pay, where appropriate. For the purposes of this section, the term “arraignment screening organization” means any organization that interviews defendants prior to being arraigned in criminal court and issues a recommendation as to the defendant’s risk of flight.
§ 2. This local law takes effect 90 days after it becomes law.
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
