Summary of Legislation: This bill would require the Taxi and Limousine Commission (TLC) to conduct a 

study on the cost, challenges, and opportunities related to increasing the use of electric for-hire vehicles and 

installing new charging infrastructure. TLC must submit this report within one year after the bill is enacted. 

This bill also requires that TLC establish targets for issuing licenses to electric vehicles and installing charging 

infrastructure. TLC must submit reports every January 1 and July 1 on both the number and location of electric 

vehicle charging stations installed and the number of electric vehicle licenses issued by TLC for electric 

vehicles since the previous report.
