MEMO OF SUPPORT

TITLE:  To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to prohibiting the operation of one or more circulation devices that creates a sound level in excess of the permitted decibel level.

REASONS FOR SUPPORT:
Excessive noise created by circulation devices can be a nuisance for New York City residents. The current permissible decibel level for the operation of such a device, 45 dB (A), should be applied to multiple circulation devices.  The current level should not apply solely to each such circulation device, which could result in a sound level that exceed the permissible level, in the event that more than one device is in operation.
