SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 1399 would require the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH) to make blood glucose test strips available at no cost to the public in five high-need areas, defined as areas of the city determined by DOHMH to warrant the distribution of blood glucose test strips based on relevant factors of access to blood glucose test strips, including social determinants of health, rates of diabetes, and rates of health insurance. DOHMH shall post on its website a list of locations that provide blood glucose test strips at no cost on its website.
EFFECTIVE DATE: 180 days after becoming law

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is estimated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. 

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is estimated that the total cost of implementing this legislation would depend largely on the population size of the five high-need areas selected and, on the number, and type of establishments where blood glucose test strips are made available. Blood glucose test strips generally cost about 40 to 70 cents per strip, depending on the brand and insurance reimbursement, which will directly influence the total cost.
