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A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the department of finance to issue an annual report on the commercial rent tax

This legislation would require the Department of Finance to issue an annual report on the commercial rent tax. Such report would include information on the number and location of premises and the amount of the tax paid, by base rent range and industry; the number of taxpayers and the amount of the tax paid, by base rent range and industry; the total amount of the tax collected in the prior ten tax years and the average tax liability per premises and taxpayer; and a comparison of the total amount of the tax collected in the prior ten tax years and the average market value of commercial property in Manhattan.

EFFECTIVE DATE:

This local law would take effect immediately.
