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          1  COMMITTEE ON ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION

          2                 CHAIRPERSON GENNARO: Good afternoon.

          3  We have a Pope, we have a Pope and we all want to go

          4  and see who it's going to be, and, so, we're going

          5  to do our order of business very quickly.

          6                 Good afternoon. My name is Jim

          7  Gennaro. I recognize the time is at a premium, let's

          8  waive the opening.

          9                 We have five bills, and I actually am

         10  going to waive my opening, and I have to ask, Donna,

         11  whatever you have to do, Counsel to Committee.

         12                 We're joined by Council Member

         13  Koppell, Council Member Gallagher, Council Member

         14  Arroyo, Council Member Jennings, Council Member

         15  Recchia, Council Member Vallone.

         16                 We have five items.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER VALLONE: Councilman

         18  Vallone is voting aye on all.

         19                 Have a good day.

         20                 CHAIRPERSON GENNARO: You know what

         21  I'm going to do? Jeff Haberman is just going to read

         22  into the record the procedure that we're going to

         23  take and then we're going to proceed.

         24                 MR. HABERMAN: Hi. There will actually

         25  be two votes taken. One will be a vote coupling all
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          2  of the preconsidered resolutions by which the

          3  environmental assessments and the negative

          4  declarations that arise from those assessments are

          5  accepted by the Committee, then having done that,

          6  assuming it's a favorable vote, then the Committee

          7  will vote on the bills themselves in the second

          8  vote, second roll call vote coupling all five bills.

          9  And specifically Intros No. 414-A, 415-A, 416-A,

         10  417-A and 428-A.

          7                 CHAIRPERSON GENNARO: Thank you.

          8                 And I ask that the record stay open

          9  for Council Member Vallone.

         10                 MR. DeCOSTANZO: Council Member

         11  Vallone already voted.

         12                 CHAIRPERSON GENNARO: Oh, he voted.

         13  We'll keep it open for Council Member Lopez.

         14                 And now we're going to call the roll

         15  on the actual bills themselves.

         16                 Clerk, please call the roll.

         17                 COUNCIL CLERK: Gennaro.

         18                 CHAIRPERSON GENNARO: Aye.

         19                 COUNCIL CLERK: DeBlasio.

          9  abstentions, those items are adopted, and the roll

         10  will be held open by request of the Chair.

         11                 CHAIRPERSON GENNARO: Thank you.

         12                 Thank you, all. We'll talk more about

         13  these bills at the appropriate time. I just want to

         14  see what's going on with the Pope. Thank you.

         15                 COUNCIL CLERK: Council Member Lopez,

         16  five preconsidered resolutions.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER LOPEZ: Aye on all.

         18                 COUNCIL CLERK: The vote now stands at

         19  nine in the affirmative, zero in the negative and no

         20  abstentions.

         21                 Council Member Lopez, five

         22  introductions.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER LOPEZ: Okay, aye on

         24  all.

         25                 COUNCIL CLERK: Okay, the vote now
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          2  stands at nine in the affirmative, zero in the

          3  negative and zero abstentions. Thank you.
