          2                 CHAIRPERSON WEPRIN: Good morning, and

          3  welcome to today's Finance Committee meeting. My

          4  name is David Weprin, and I chair the Finance

          5  Committee.

          6                 I'm going to introduce my colleagues

          7  that are here, and I'm happy that they're here,

          8  because we need a quorum, and it's going to be a

          9  short meeting, I anticipate.

         10                 Majority Whip, Council Member Leroy

         11  Comrie, from Queens, on my immediate right; Council

         12  Member Gale Brewer from Manhattan, on my immediate

         13  left; Council Member Mike Nelson from Brooklyn;

         14  Council Member Helen Sears from Queens; Council

         15  Member Mike McMahon from Staten Island; Council

         16  Member Lew Fidler from Brooklyn; Council Member Bill

         17  DeBlasio from Brooklyn; and Council Member Christine

         18  Quinn from Manhattan.

         19                 Today we have a brief agenda. We will

         20  consider two resolutions. Resolution 523-A, and

         21  571-A, which will start the law-making process for

         22  the creation of two new Business Improvement

         23  Districts: The Queens Plaza Court Square BID in

         24  Queens, which is in Council Member Gioia's district;

         25  and the Fordham Road BID in the Bronx, which is in
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          2  Council Member Baez's district.

          3                 Resolution 523-A would set October

          4  13th as the date this Committee will take up the

          5  local law, to establish the Queens Plaza Court

          6  Street BID, and Resolution 571-A, which would set

          7  October 27th as the date this Committee will take up

          8  the local law to establish a Fordham Road BID.

          9                 On those dates we will hear all those

         10  who may be affected by the establishment of each of

         11  these BIDs who wish to speak, and then we will

         12  adjourn until the statutory objection period has run

         13  before we actually act on each of these local laws.

         14                 We will now hear from George Glatter

         15  (phonetic), from the Department of Small Business

         16  Services on both BIDs resolutions.

         17                 And we've been joined by Council

         18  Member Albert Vann from Brooklyn, and Jim Caras,

         19  Counsel to the Committee, is on my right.

         20                 ASSISTANT COMMISSIONER GLATTER: Thank

         21  you, Mr. Chairman. Good morning, Chairman Weprin,

         22  and members of the Finance Committee. I'm George

         23  Glatter, Assistant Commissioner of the Department of

         24  Small Business Services. SBS supports the City

         25  Council resolution setting the date, time and place
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          2  for the public hearing concerning the establishment

          3  of a Fordham Road Business Improvement District in

          4  the Borough of the Bronx, and the Queens Plaza Court

          5  Square BID in the Borough of Queens.

          6                 The Fordham Road and Queens Plaza

          7  Court Square BID steering committees have

          8  successfully completed the outreach work consistent

          9  with SBS program rules.

         10                 In addition, SBS has reviewed the

         11  boundaries of the proposed Fordham Road and Queens

         12  Plaza Court Square BIDs, and found the boundaries to

         13  be acceptable.

         14                 SBS will arrange for the publication

         15  of the summaries of the City Council resolutions at

         16  least once in the City Record. The Fordham Road and

         17  Queens Plaza Court Square BID Steering Committees

         18  will arrange for the mailing of summaries of the

         19  resolution as required by the law.

         20                 Thank you.

         21                 CHAIRPERSON WEPRIN: Thank you, Mr.

         22  Glatter. We've been joined by Council Member

         23  Margarita Lopez from Manhattan.

         24                 Any questions?

         25                 Okay, if all the members would stay
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          2  in the room, we need one more for a vote, and here

          3  he is. Council Member Dennis Gallagher from Queens,

          4  who makes the quorum.

          5                 I'll ask again, any questions before

          6  we proceed to a vote?

          7                 Again, this is just setting down the

          8  dates that we will hear testimony after the

          9  statutory notices have gone out from interested

         10  parties on both of these BIDs.
