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          1  COMMITTEE ON SMALL BUSINESS

          2                 CHAIRPERSON YASSKY: Committee

          3  members, thank you for joining me here this morning.

          4  We are going to first have a meeting. This is a --

          5  do we meet and then adjourn for the hearing?

          6                 UNIDENTIFIED SPEAKER: Yes.

          7                 CHAIRPERSON YASSKY: Okay.

          8                 We will begin with a very brief

          9  meeting on Intro. 349-A. We are voting on this bill

         10  today and we will then proceed very, very quickly to

         11  our hearing.

         12                 Intro. 349, I do not believe is

         13  controversial at all. It simply cleans up the City

         14  Administrative Code by eliminating a number of

         15  outdated provisions that really are no longer

         16  enforced. So, this I don't think we'll have a great

         17  deal of impact out in the world, but it does in fact

         18  clean up the code and that's worth doing.

         19                 For example, eliminates right now,

         20  you might not realize the Administrative Code

         21  prohibits laundries from being open on Sunday.

         22  Anybody who lives in New York knows that that is,

         23  that code provision is routinely violated, and as it

         24  should be, because there is no reason for them to be

         25  closed.
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          2                 We will eliminate that. We will

          3  eliminate things like the tour guides who are

          4  required to get a certificate from the Department of

          5  Health certifying they're in good health, again not

          6  something necessary in this day and age.

          7                 Store owners, you may not know this,

          8  my colleagues, but store owners are required under

          9  current law to get a permit from the City to clean

         10  their sidewalks with a hose. That is, again, in my

         11  admittedly limited experience as a resident of this

         12  City widely violated, or at least I've seen a lot of

         13  people doing it and didn't know that they had

         14  permits and presumably they don't. It's just a

         15  silly, an outdated provision of the Code. So, that

         16  is what this bill does. I will, if there's any

         17  debate on it, we can hear that. If not, proceed

         18  directly to the vote.

         19                 UNIDENTIFIED SPEAKER: Call the roll.

         20                 CHAIRPERSON YASSKY: Please call the

         21  roll.

         22                 COUNCIL CLERK: Proposed Introduction

         23  349-A. Council Member Yassky.

         24                 CHAIRPERSON YASSKY: Aye.

         25                 COUNCIL CLERK: Weprin.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER WEPRIN: Aye.

          3                 COUNCIL CLERK: James.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER JAMES: Aye.

          5                 COUNCIL CLERK: Palma.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER PALMA: Aye.

          7                 COUNCIL CLERK: By a vote of four in

          8  the affirmative, zero in the negative and no

          9  abstentions, item is adopted.

         10                 CHAIRPERSON YASSKY: And can we leave

         11  the record open for the remaining Committee member,

         12  or do we need to close it in order to proceed to the

         13  hearing? We can leave it open.

         14                 Okay, then the record will remain

         15  open for the vote. Thank you. And with that, this

         16  meeting is adjourned.

         17                 Thank you, colleagues.

         18                 (Hearing concluded at 10:03 a.m.)

         19                 (The hearing was reopened.)

         20                 CHAIRPERSON YASSKY: Council Member

         21  Mealy, how do you vote on Intro. 349-A?

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER MEALY: Aye.

         23                 CHAIRPERSON YASSKY: Thank you. So,

         24  we'll record that vote, and with that, the business

         25  meeting on the Committee on Small Business Services
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          2  is adjourned.
