TITLE OF RESOLUTION: Resolution to amend the text of the New York City Zoning 

Resolution to create Industrial Employment Districts.  
JUSTIFICATION: The creation of a new zoning district would protect existing and 

encourage new manufacturing uses in certain parts of the city. Special Industrial Employment Districts would not only provide space to meet the city’s present and future needs with regard to manufacturing and industrial activities, but these Districts would provide that said space would, to the maximum extent practicable, be available for continued use as manufacturing or industrial space in areas designated by city or state agencies as priority locations. In addition, Industrial Employment Districts would retain adequate wage- and job-producing industries in areas near new commercial and residential developments, and would attract clusters of manufacturing, industrial, warehousing, wholesaling, and distribution activities that would complement and enhance existing areas.
