Summary of Legislation: The commissioner of DEP, in consultation with the fire commissioner and the commissioner of buildings, shall promulgate rules within one hundred twenty days of the enactment of the local law that provide guidance to contractors on how to maintain egress at asbestos projects, as such projects are defined in the rules of the department, in accordance with all applicable laws, codes, rules and regulations. 
Effective Date:  This local law would take effect one hundred and twenty days after its enactment into law.
