TITLE:
AN ACT to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to continuance of retirement allowance upon election to public office.

BACKGROUND:

This legislation would allow a person who receives compensation as an elected official holding office for the State, city, county or other political subdivision to receive pension payments entitled to them under New York City Employees' Retirement System ("NYCERS").


SLR 47 was originally passed by the Committee and the Council as SLR 251 on May 10, 2000.  The legislation died in the Ways & Means Committee in the Assembly and the Civil Service Committee in the Senate.

EFFECTIVE DATE:

This legislation will take effect immediately and shall be deemed to have been in full force and effect on and after January 1, 1994.
