	Summary of Legislation: The proposed legislation repeals and reenacts subdivision b of section 10-162 of title one of chapter ten of the administrative code of the city of New York to (1) create criminal and civil penalties for any person who unlawfully disrupts a major venue sporting event or who subjects a sports participant at a professional sporting event to contact by objects or substances, and (2) extend such penalties to athletic competitions or practices being conducted in a venue with a permanent seating capacity of more than five thousand.



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect 30 days after its enactment.
