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TITLE:
AN ACT to amend the retirement and social security law, in relation to allowing certain correction members of the New York city employees’ retirement system to obtain retirement credits for periods of child care leave 

BACKGROUND:
This legislation would provide any general member in the uniformed correction force of the New York City Department of Corrections (“Corrections”) to obtain retirement credit for certain periods of child care leave.   

ANALYSIS:

The proposed legislation would amend the retirement and social security law by adding a new subdivision h  to section 513 of that law, providing that any general member in the uniformed correction force of Corrections who is absent without pay for child care leave pursuant to Corrections’ regulations would be eligible for credit for such period of child care leave.  The member would be required to file a claim for such credit with the New York City Employees’ Retirement System (“NYCERS”) by December 31st, 2005 or within 90 days of the termination of the child care leave, whichever is later.  The member would also be required to contribute an amount which the member would have contributed to NYCERS during the period of such child care leave, along with interest.  The legislation would also provide that service credit provided pursuant to this subdivision would not exceed one year of credit for each period of authorized child care leave.  The legislation would also state that in the event of any conflict between the provisions of this subdivision and the provisions of any other law or code, the provisions of this subdivision would govern.

FISCAL IMPLICATIONS:

EFFECTIVE DATE:

This legislation would take effect immediately, provided that this proposed subdivision would expire on the same date as section 513 of the retirement and social security law expires pursuant to section 615 of such law.
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
