This bill would require that certain City capital projects be designed and constructed to comply with rigorous energy efficiency standards, known as passive building standards. A subset of these projects would be further required to satisfy a portion of their energy needs through onsite power generation. 
The bill would require the Mayor to produce an annual report with information about capital projects subject to this bill’s design and construction requirements. The Mayor would also be required to produce a triennial report containing recommended practices for designing and constructing passive buildings, as well as recommended changes to passive building standards.
