SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Proposed Int. No. 1146-A would require the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH) to maintain a Newborn Home Visiting Program that offers free in-person and virtual visits from social workers, nurses, and lactation professionals to new parents during the first 12 weeks after a child’s birth. The program would be expanded over time to reach neighborhoods with significant health and socioeconomic disparities, known as priority neighborhoods. By December 1, 2028, the program must be available in 75 percent of priority neighborhoods, and by December 1, 2030, it must be available in all such neighborhoods. The bill would also require DOHMH to submit progress reports to the Mayor and the Speaker of the Council no later than December 1, 2027, and in the calendar years of 2029 and 2031, detailing where the program is available by ZIP code and describing any challenges in implementation.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is estimated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

[bookmark: _Int_lwj2WUZR]IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: The Council estimates that beginning in year three, DOHMH is anticipated to require an expenditure of $1,002,000 annually, including fringe, to hire ten public health sanitarians. DOHMH would also need approximately $75,000 in annual Other Than Personal Services resources for space leasing. These costs reflect the planned expansion of the program’s coverage from 75 percent to 100 percent of priority neighborhoods. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures is consistent with the Council’s estimate.
