          2                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: In the Committee on

          3  Land Use it seems like we are getting a quorum

          4  earlier and earlier, so I do want to thank you for

          5  that. It's 11:15. If I can just have everyone's

          6  attention for a few minutes, it should be a very

          7  short meeting. There's only a few items on the

          8  agenda, many of which are related to one another.

          9  So, that's good.

         10                 LU Nos -- oh, first of all, let me

         11  also just apologize, we changed the meeting from

         12  yesterday to today because of Principal for a Day,

         13  and then there was community events. I was afraid we

         14  wouldn't get a quorum at 10:00, so we changed it to

         15  11:00. All your offices were called and faxed, so

         16  hopefully it didn't cause any disruption, too much

         17  in your schedules.

         18                 All right, LU Nos 210 through 214 are

         19  related, it's called the Stapleton Waterfront

         20  Action. It's a mapping action, a zoning text

         21  amendment, a zoning map amendment, and two

         22  dispositions to facilitate the redevelopment of the

         23  former Navy Home Port. That's LU Nos 210, 211 is the

         24  zoning text amendment. Can I have everybody's

         25  attention just for a moment? We do have a few folks
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          2  here watching the proceedings and we want to make

          3  sure that we are showing respect to their items. If

          4  we can, that would be great.

          5                 I'm trying to get the school teacher

          6  vote from that City Hall paper.

          7                 LU No. 212, disposition. LU No. 212

          8  is a disposition, also related to Stapleton

          9  Waterfront. LU No. 213 is also a disposition. 214 is

         10  a zoning map amendment to go along with the

         11  Stapleton Waterfront Rezoning. That is going to be

         12  the rezoning and the dispositions and the Economic

         13  Development Corporation issue and RFP, after the

         14  rezoning is completed.

         15                 LU No. 274 is the AT&T building,

         16  first floor interior. It is an interior and exterior

         17  landmarking of AT&T.

         18                 The building is 195 Broadway. Oh,

         19  it's related, I'm sorry. The second one is also

         20  related, landmarking AT&T, 195 Broadway. One is the

         21  designation, the other one is the interior.

         22                 Clifton rezoning, Staten Island.

         23  Councilman McMahon's district. It is a zoning map

         24  change to preserve the existing character of the

         25  nine-block area in Staten Island.
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          2                 LU Nos 291 and 292 are related. It's

          3  New York Hospital, zoning map amendment and special

          4  permit.

          5                 Okay, LU Nos 291 and 292 are related,

          6  as New York Hospital zoning map amendment. Special

          7  permit to allow the expansion on New York Hospital,

          8  Queens. Allows the construction of a new building

          9  and a new parking garage.

         10                 Sidewalk cafe in Council Member

         11  Mendez's district, located at 378 Third Avenue,

         12  Capolo's. LU Nos 243, 244, 263, 264, 294, and 295

         13  are all UDAAPs in Council Members Arroyo's, Reyna's,

         14  Dickens, and Dickens's district. That is the agenda.

         15  Any questions? Any comments?

         16                 Okay, call the roll.

         17                 COUNCIL CLERK: Council Member Katz.

         18                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: I'm going to vote

         19  aye on all and just from my experience with Borough

         20  President Schulman's Office, we look forward to good

         21  health care, especially at New York Hospital, being
