TITLE:
AN ACT to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the twenty-year retirement program established for members of the New York city employees' retirement system employed as investigators by the district attorneys' offices
BACKGROUND:

According to the Sponsor’s Memorandum in Support (“MIS”), this legislation would clarify provisions of the Administrative Code of the City of New York (the “Code”) by granting service credit to New York City Employees’ Retirement System (“NYCERS”) members employed as investigators by district attorneys' offices under the twenty-year program.  Chapter 695 of the Laws of 2004 granted a twenty-year retirement benefit for the investigators of the district attorneys' office.

PROPOSED LEGISLATION:


Section one would amend subparagraph ii of paragraph 2 of subdivision c of §13-157.4 of the Code by removing language in this provision regarding the period of time used to calculate additions to a member’s retirement allowance.
