In relation to a street name, Mario DiPinto Lane, Borough of Brooklyn.

INTENT:
This proposed local law would name, by adding an additional sign, Fulton Street, between Crescent Street and Autumn Avenue, as Mario DiPinto Lane.

ANALYSIS AND BACKGROUND:


The following information was excerpted from materials provided by Council Member Martin Malave-Dilan.



Mario DiPinto was born August 19, 1938 in Coney Island Hospital in Brooklyn, New York where he lived with his parents, Charlie and Tillie DiPinto, and four brothers and sisters on West 10th Street. 



During the following decade and a half, Mario DiPinto’s life was marked by a series of moves, with the DiPinto family moving to the Ocean Parkway section of Brooklyn, to Fresno, California, and then to Virginia Beach, Virginia in the early 1960’s.  Then, after the death of his father, Mario and his brother Marco decided to return to Brooklyn. 



Mario developed his great love for Latin music and promoted dances with Tito Puente and Mongo Santa Maria at the Menorah Temple in Brooklyn. 



In 1969, Mario DiPinto worked as a tax preparer until, motivated by his own ambition and drive, he launched Professional Associates, a tax and real estate business on Pitkin Avenue in Brooklyn.  
It was at this time Mario DiPinto met Ada Medina from whom he borrowed $45 to stay in business, little knowing that this relationship would lead to a 27-year marriage and three beautiful children, Vincent, Mario and Dominique.



Professional Associates relocated to 3372 Fulton Street where the business flourished into a thriving real estate, travel, and income tax center, and Mario DiPinto became known as the unofficial Mayor of Cypress Hills.



Through his business Mario DiPinto was instrumental in rebuilding over 500 homes in the Cypress Hills area and in the development of a new elementary school. 



Mario DiPinto also participated in community organizations such as the Kiwanis Club Senior Center, Community Board No. 5 and served as a Senior Aide for Councilman Martin Malave-Dilan.



Brooklyn Community Board No. 5 supports this street designation at the site of Mario DiPinto’s business office.
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
