TITLE:
AN ACT to amend the retirement and social security law, in relation to providing accident disability retirement benefits for certain members of the uniformed force of the New York city department of sanitation.  

BACKGROUND:

Uniformed sanitation workers are members of the New York City Employees’ Retirement System (NYCERS).  Those who are in Tier I and II and meet certain eligibility requirements are currently entitled to an accident disability benefit equal to three-quarters of the member’s final average salary.  Those who are in Tiers III and IV, however, are limited to a lesser disability benefit. 

PROPOSED LEGISLATION:

This legislation would amend the Retirement and Social Security Law to provide for an accident disability retirement benefit for Tier III and IV uniformed sanitation members who become physically or mentally incapacitated and therefore unable to perform their duties, due to the result of an accident (not caused by the members own willful negligence) sustained in the performance of the member’s uniformed service while such member was actually a member of NYCERS.  The proposed legislation provides for a retirement disability benefit which is equal to three-quarters of the member’s final average salary and which is in lieu of any other disability allowance provided by NYCERS.  The benefit would be subject to offset by any workers compensation benefit. 

The proposed legislation would be applicable to current and future uniformed sanitation members who qualify, as well as eligible uniformed sanitation members who retired on or after November 1, 1982, but before the proposed legislation goes into effect.
