	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to prohibiting the use of non-wood bats. 

	Sponsors:

	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would prohibit the use of non-wood bats in high school baseball games in public or private schools, which includes any child in grades nine through twelve.  This legislation affects only schools located in the city of New York.  Under this legislation, only wood bats would be used in any competitive baseball game in which high school age children are participants and which involves the participation and/or sponsorship of a school.


	Effective Date: This local law would take effect sixty days after enactment.

	Impact on Expenditures: The impact on expenditures in Fiscal 2007 resulting from the enactment of this legislation is $253,500.  The Costs will be incurred in the Department of Education’s Expense Budget.  Specifically funding will be used to replace all non-wood bats with wood bats in public high schools in the city of New York that participate in competitive baseball games.  The ongoing cost, beginning in Fiscal 2008 would be $67,600 to replenish broken wooden bats.
