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COMMITTEE ON STATE AND FEDERAL LEGISLATION
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TITLE:
AN ACT to amend the general municipal law, in relation to certain disabilities incurred by members of the uniform force of sanitation departments and providing for the repeal of such provisions upon expiration thereof

BACKGROUND:

This legislation would provide that any heart disease resulting in total or partial disability or death of a member of the uniformed force of a paid sanitation department would be presumptive evidence that such disease was incurred in the performance and discharge of duty, assuming that upon entry into the department, the member in question had successfully passed a physical examination, which did not reveal evidence of such a heart condition.

PROPOSED LEGISLATION:


Section 1 of this bill would provide that any condition or impairment of health caused by diseases of the heart that results in total or partial disability or death of a paid member of the uniformed force of a paid sanitation department shall be presumptive evidence that the heart disease was incurred in the performance and discharge of duty, unless the contrary shall be proved by competent evidence.  The section further requires that such paid member shall have been drawn from competitive civil service lists and shall have passed a physical examination upon entry into the service of such department, which examination failed to reveal any evidence of such physical condition.

EFFECTIVE DATE:

This legislation shall take effect on the first of July next succeeding the date on which it shall have become a law and shall expire and be deemed repealed one year after such effective date. 
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
