	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to regulating and licensing pedicabs.

	Sponsors:
Council Members Comrie, The Speaker (Council Member Quinn), Martinez, McMahon, Monserrate, Seabrook, Stewart, White Jr, and Avella (in conjunction with the Mayor).



	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would amend chapter 2 of title 20 of the administrative code of the City of New York, which regulates and controls pedicab businesses by adding a new subchapter 9 to protect consumers and ensure the safety of the public, including passengers and drivers operating pedicabs. Intro. 331-A would further add a new section 19-171.1 to title 19 to prohibit multi-passengered wheeled devices and motorized pedicabs. These amendments would minimize the effect of pedicabs on traffic and congestion by establishing a maximum number of pedicabs that can be authorized to operate in the city, improve the inspection of pedicabs to ensure that pedicabs are safely operated on the streets of the city, and provide a process for their removal if they have not been inspected as required.

Section 20-250 requires all pedicab owners (anyone who owns one or more pedicabs in the city of New York) to have a pedicab business license issued by the Department of Consumer Affairs (DCA). The license is valid for one year at a cost of $110, which includes the registration fee.  There is a registration fee of $60 for each additional pedicab.  However, any person with a pedicab driver license would not be required to obtain a pedicab business license to drive a pedicab owned by a licensed pedicab business. Therefore, section 20-251 places a cap on licensed pedicabs of 325 at one time.  In addition, the Commissioner would not issue registration plates, replaceable registration tags, or decals to no more than 30 pedicabs for any pedicab business at one time (subdivision b of section 20-251). 

Although the legislation does not create new violations regarding traffic infractions, pursuant to existing law, a violation of this legislation regarding pedicabs will be classified as a civil penalty and would be punishable by a fine ranging between $200 and $500 and for each additional violation committed on the same day. A second violation within the span of twelve months would be punishable by a fine ranging between on $500 and $1,000 and for each additional violation committed on the same day. A third violation within the span of twelve months would be punishable by a fine ranging between $1,000 and $4,000 and for each additional violation committed on the same day.  



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect 150 days after its enactment.  However, the Commissioner of Consumer Affairs may take any actions necessary prior to such effective date for implementation of this local law including, but not limited to, establishing guidelines and promulgating rules.
